surveillance. Thus, after one of Davidesku’s meetings with Sit-
tner, British detectives sprang into the coffee house where they
met and arrested Sittner. Tidhar’s account does not mention
whether Davidesku asked the British intelligence to get him out
of Palestine.

Karpel (1990) offers a somewhat different interpretation,
more suitable perhaps to the dark world of intelligence and
counter intelligence scheming. She suggests the following inter-
pretation. Rafael Sadovsky, an Egyptian Jew who was also part of
the Lehi organization in Egypt, was arrested in March 1945.
Under investigation, he gave his British interrogators the names of
all the members of Lehi’s group in Egypt, including Sittner. Conse-
quently, Sittner was arrested too. Somehow, Sittner managed to
escape from the prison, defected from the British airforce (which
he had previously joined) and returned to Palestine. There, he met
with Ya'acov Banai (Mazal) and Itizhak Yazernitzky-Shamir
(Michael), from Lehi and gave them his version of the events in
Cairo. In Palestine, Sittner assumed a new identity and met with
Davidesku once a week to get information. According to Sittner,
Davidesku was giving the British information about their conver-
sations. After one of their meetings, the British ambushed and
arrested Sittner. From his prison cell, Sittner managed to smuggle
a letter to Lehi’s headquarters in which he accused Davidesku in
the squealing that led to his arrest. Lehi’s headquarters felt that
Davidesku was a traitor and had to be executed.

The young woman who answered the phone in the press department
of the National Archives in London was very nice. Ah yes, the
attempt to assassinate Churchill, I know, she said delightedly, and
was kind enough not to correct me: Actually, the target was
primarily Ernest Bevin. Within minutes an e-mail arrived with the
entire MIj5 file, some 50 or so pages.

One of the documents was sent from Palestine on January 5, 1945.

It said that a member of the Lehi pre-state underground group,

Moyne in Cairo, revealed in his interrogation that one of Moyne's
killers, Eliyahu Bet-Zuri, had told him that as soon as he got back to
Lehi headquarters he would propose assassinating British
politicians, including Mr. Churchill.

Sadovsky is worth examining, for he plays an unusual role in
this story. He was a romantic, a would-be Byron, eager for any
derring-do—yet of all men the least constituted to be a conspirator.
He was a short, squat, unlovely man, about twenty-nine, with a
round face given a certain distinction by a trim black mustache and
goatee. He was a bachelor, he taught English, French and
mathematics in a government school; charming, cultivated, full of
enthusiasms, belonging to an old Jewish family, he knew everyone
and could open many doors. He was, in addition, secretary of the
tiny Zionist Revisionist party in Cairo. This position sounded more
important than it was, for Zionism was a hobbled movement in
Egypt, and its members could do little more than sympathize
silently with their brothers in Palestine. Although the Egyptians
thought of themselves as belonging to the West, as Europeans
rather than Arabs (Egyptian law students invariably attended
French universities and Cairo’s finest department stores were Le
Printemps and Aux Trois Quartiers), as between Jews and Arabs in
the Palestine struggle, their sympathies fell naturally with the
Arabs. Egypt’s leading Jews, highly placed in commerce and the
professions, were vehemently anti-Zionist.® As a result, the
Zionist organization in Egypt was virtually without influence. It
existed on sufferance and dared not speak out. Even more so, then,

had brought about exactly what he wanted to avoid: he had called
attention to his companion and at the same time suggested that she
was involved in secret activity. Sadovsky had no idea that Gefner
was in the FFI and knew the girl well. “I realized then what this
man is made of,” Gefner told Galili. But because Sadovsky knew
Cairo, because he was an encyclopedia of information, because he
could carry out errands impossible for a foreigner, because he lived
with his pious, highly respected parents and his home could be
used as a meeting place, Gefner had enlisted his help.

He knew it was a
calculated risk and so told Sadovsky as little as possible. To keep
him happy he assigned him to small diversive tasks: to count the
cars parked outside the British Embassy, to ascertain with what
Egyptian actress a certain British colonel was sleeping and finally
—as if it were of no more importance than his other assignments—
to learn the location of Lord Moyne’s residence and the license
number of his car. Sadovsky, infatuated with the notion of working
for the underground, had carried out these duties efficiently.

He stated that the motive for his confession was first to
save the reputation and the interests of the Jewish colony in
Egypt, who if the Egyptian people knows that one of them is a
member of the terrorist group and has actually taken part in the
Lord Moyne's assassination, the Egyptian people will possibly
attack the Jews and massacre them. He added that he became sure
that Zionism will never succeed in Palestine unless the British
desire this. He also said that he likes Egypt very much as here
he was born and where his parents were welcomed and lived
happily.

Sadovsky bagged the police would search and interrogate Jacob
wWeisman and Leon Castro the leaders of the World Zionist
Organization also their offices and houses be searched. This he
asked as a sort of measure to eliminate suspicion from the N.Z.0.
and to maintain the equilibrium between the two competing
Zionist organizations.

Sadovsky continued to say that Joseph Sitner stayed in Cairo 3
years and in Alexandria one year - that he is a very active and
energetic sort of person who used to replace soldiers in his own
unit in their own duty-time in order to allow himself to have a
more free time than in making travels to Alexandria and Ismailia
on mission for the interest of the terrorists.

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Story Rehind
Prison Suicide

tant arrests in both Palestine
and Egypt in connection with
the murder of Lord Moyne,
the Minister Resident in the
Middla East, for which two
Palestinian Jews, Bet Zuri and
Hakim, were executed in Cairo
early this year,

The mewspaper announce-
ment relates to Raphael Sa-
dovsky, aged 30, who was
found hanging in his cell dur-
ing the week-end. He used a
cord removed from his pyja-
mag to end his life.

According to police informa-
tion, though he knew the time
when it wag planned to kill
Lord Moyne, fadovsky wasg not
present at the actual assas~
sination last November.
